7. Brief summary of TechnoAid's Philosophy: 
Technoaid is a non-profit advisory and executive organization registered in Viet Nam and works on technical assistance to farmers and rural development so as to eradicate poverty among all women, men, boys and girls by ensuring their rights and entitlement to a life of dignity. Every activity of TechnoAid reflects its values of mutual respect, equity, justice, honesty, transparency, solidarity with poor and marginalized people, courage, conviction, humility and happiness

8. Brief summary of TechnoAid’s History of Operation in Vietnam: 

TechnoAid’s staff was former ActionAid International Viet Nam (AAV) program staff for 5 years. TechnoAid‘s staff started working in 1999, in response to “Lai Chau Integrated Rural Development Programme” initiated by the Vietnamese government and supported by ActionAid International Vietnam. 

TechnoAid with support from ActionAid and Vietnamese Authorities has fully become a Vietnamese non-profit advisory and executive organization. It has been working in partnership with ActionAid Vietnam in Dien Bien district, Dien Bien province on rural development sector since the day it was supported to become an independent organization.

TechnoAid is a non-profit, non-governmental organisation operating in Dien Bien Province and Hanoi city which was officially established based on the Dien Bien People’s Committee’s Decision number 569/QD-UB dated 18 May 2004; decision No.57/QD-CT made by Vietnam Economics Association dated 14/10/2003; registration Number: A-203 made by Ministry of Science and Technology of Vietnam.

TechnoAid has been working on a number of programme activities in microfinance, interest farmers’ groups for agriculture extension, Water Users’ Association, adult education fostered by REFLECT methodology, community health care, HIV-AIDS prevention, farmers’ accessibility to applied information for improving food production.

9. Brief description of TechnoAid's Programme in Viet Nam 

Key programme activities include Community-Based Micro-Finance, interest farmers’ groups for agriculture extension, Water Users’ Association, adult education fostered by REFLECT methodology, community health care, HIV-AIDS prevention, farmers’ accessibility to information for improving food production in Lai Chau province. Capacity building, primarily for poor and marginalized people and local government partners working at the grass-roots level, is one of TechnoAid's programme components. Together with development programmes targeted on the poor and marginalised people, TechnoAid is also involved in advocacy, meaning to speak for the poor and marginalised people with the aim of changing policies, practices, and attitudes of governmental, multilateral and bilateral organisations/institutions.
Experiences picked up from the implementation of programmes over 5 years supported by ActionAid International potentially enable TechnoAid to make an active contribution to formulating sustainable models of poverty reduction such as interest farmers’ groups for agriculture extension, Water Users’ Association, Farmers’ access to applied information at commune levels, IPM clubs, adult continuing education classes linked with information centre of the Digital Library, learning and sharing network among farmers and government agencies.
There have been 6 rural communes and 6 urban communes in Dien Bien district and Dien Bien Phu city with a total of 41726 poor people directly benefiting from TechnoAid’s related assistance.  At the central level, TechnoAid has also efficient networking relations and partnership with NGOs communities and professional organisations such as Informatics Association, Economics Association.
